
 

 

  



 

 

  

G.C. Duke Equipment Ltd. is a privately owned corporation located 

in Burlington, Ontario, specializing in the sales and marketing of 

commercial grounds maintenance equipment. 
 

Clint and Bonnie Duke started the company in 1948 under the name 

of Duke Lawn Equipment. Mr. and Mrs. Duke realized the potential 

of the lawn care industry in post World War II Ontario and began to 

acquire the distribution rights for several lines of power equipment. 
 

By the mid-1960's, Duke Lawn Equipment had become a major player in the sales and 

service of commercial and homeowner grounds maintenance equipment in the Prov-

ince of Ontario. Product offerings and lines of available equipment grew; the company 

is still representing many of these lines today. 
 

Under the direction of Richard Duke during the 1970ôs and 1980ôs the companyôs 

range of equipment grew beyond just turf maintenance equipment to include such 

items as 750 horsepower airport snow blowers, specialty fire trucks, sewer cleaners, 

street sweepers and airport rescue vehicles. To better reflect the broad range of equip-

ment that it now distributed, the companyôs name was changed from Duke Lawn 

Equipment Limited to G.C. Duke Equipment Ltd. in 1983. 
 

In 1995, G.C. Duke Equipment began the process to receive ISO9002 registration, 

which is an international quality assurance system. This process took 18 months and in 

1997 the company received ISO9002 certification. It remains one of the few grounds 

maintenance equipment dealers in the world to have received this designation. 
 

G.C. Duke Equipment has continued to grow both its turf and municipal business in 

the 21st century. It continues as a family business with the reins being handed to Com-

pany President Nolan Duke in the late 1990ôs, the third generation family member to 

run the company.  With expansion to 11 fulltime dedicated sales representatives, 5 on-

road fully stocked service and parts vans and one of the best part fill-rates in the indus-

try, it is no surprise that the company has become an industry leader. Innovative pro-

grams, strong customer support and dedication to both its customer base and product 

lines have allowed customers to continue to identify G.C. Duke Equipment as their 

supplier of choice. 

  

As G.C. Duke Equipment enters its 61st  year in business in 2009, it remains commit-

ted to providing its customers with top quality equipment and unequalled after-sales 

parts and service support.
